Specialists in baroque instrument playing, fantastic soloists and the
Hallgrimskirkja Motet Choir combine their powers in the baroque
composer’s captivating and dramatic presentation of the story about
king Solomon, Israel’s perhaps most renowned ruler. It sings his
praise, tells of his love and religious life, of the famous Solomon’s
Judgement and of a visit from the queen of Sheba. It is an Iceland
premiere of this elegant piece.

Every day we have various concerts, young composers use
computers to play the Klais-organ, a virtuoso recorder player invites
us into Handel's home, a world famous organist from Notre Dame,
Paris opens up the magical world of the organ, a male chamber choir
from King’s Chapel in Cambridge sings an English Evensong and
some renaissance music, we have the Feast of Hymns on Reykjavik
Cultural Night with a colourful spectum of hymns, choirs and organ
playing and chamber choir Schola Cantorum of Hallgrimskirkja
premieres a new Mass by composer John A. Speight. The Sunday
Masses will be very festive and filled with music. Icelandic painter
Helgi Thorgils Fridjonsson exhibits his work in the vestibule, choir and
nave of Hallgrimskirkja.

As ever, the Festival of Sacred Arts offers a programme full of
enormously exciting events. Let us once more enter the sanctuary
and nourish our souls.

Five Crucifixions, Clouds and Marble

| was just about to finish the painting FIVE CRUCIFIXIONS, which | had been
working on for two years, when the vignette writer Armann Reynisson came over
to discuss a book cover that | was doing for his book 88 Stories Around Iceland.
He was caught by the 8-metre-long painting and immediately said it would be
great to see this painting in Hallgrimskirkja. | really hadn’t thought much about
where | would exhibit this piece -I rarely do- but | liked the idea and contacted
Hordur Askelsson, the cantor of Hallgrimskirkja, who was right away pleased with
the idea. Hence, my collaboration with Hallgrimskirkja Friends of the Arts Society
took off.

The painting FIVE CRUCIFIXIONS is part of a series of pictures based on the work
of the old masters, self-portraits that in reality reflect the person looking at the
painting. The concept being that the work flows from the spectator through the
painter and from there into the story itself. A monotonous, cloudy sky forms the
background and the crosses form a geometric structure. Whether the work should
be regarded as religious, is really up to the spectator, however all mental conflict
is by nature religious. People ponder the suffering of the crucified but | do not
believe that for a religious person passion stands for direct pain, but rather for a
kind of experience and motion in time. The painting, like religion, is just as relevant
to modern, 20th century painting as it is to history. Both are interwoven with the
existence of man.

In this context | use the word man for both men, women and culture.

| painted CLOUDS for the 1000 Years of Christianity celebrations in Thingvellir in
the year 2000. The painting was hung on the cliffs next to Oxararfoss waterfall
and the idea was that the spray from the waterfall would become part of the work,
symbolising the eternal circulation and that ever since St. John consecrated the
water, all water is in fact holy. The inspiration for the work comes from the blue
ceiling in the church which supposedly connects heaven and earth. | wanted to
connect the spectators with the sky and to the hidden world of dwarves and elves
etc.

The work MARBLE is made specifically for this exhibition, like most of the work.
They are paintings on canvas, showing sculptures. The doors framing them
symbolise dimensions that open and close. The marble is heavy and static, as
opposed to the light movements of the doors. The idea of an opening and closing
door, even if it is static, suggests the power of motion but the motion itself lies in
the rotation of the Earth. That is how performance is connected our ideas of the
world.

All works in the exhibition are in one way or another in connection with these
contemplations.

In centuries past, one of the most important roles an artist could have
was praising those in power. Emperors, kings, princes, bishops and
other potentates were in the habit of employing poets, musicians,
sculptors and painters at their courts who were paid to entertain their
majesties, but also to sing their praises and aggrandize them in the face
of fierce competition from rival dignitaries who also kept around them
their best and brightest to do the same. Examples of this in the history
of mankind are legion. These endeavours often produced great works of
art which we still appreciate and enjoy, even though they were created
under circumstances which we nowadays view as less than democratic
or egalitarian.

Not least among artists praising kings and queens was one George
Frideric Handel. Born in Saxony, he headed to ltaly in his early twenties
where he absorbed all the music he heard and developed an Italianate
compositional style, much in the spirit of Corelli, Scarlatti the elder and
Vivaldi; a style characterized by lightness, gusto and a festive touch.
After his formative years in Italy, Handel ended up in London in his late
twenties, the city which he called home for the rest of his life. In England
he was considered as the preeminent composer of his day and held in
the highest esteem by concert goers and music lovers, who delighted
in his Italian operas, his odes and masques in English, his oratorios in



English on biblical subjects (everyone is familiar with Messiah) and last
but not least in Handel’s various works in praise of British kingship and
successes in British national life, works very much enjoyed to this day.
Handel’s Water Music, composed in 1717 for King George I's pleasure
trip up the Thames; his Coronation Anthems, written for the coronation
of King George Il in 1727; the Dettingen Te Deum, commissioned in
1743 to celebrate a Biritish victory over France, Britain’s archenemy;
Handel's Music for the Royal Fireworks, completed in 1749 when the
British once again thought they had brought low the French with yet
another military victory—all of these works are a sheer joy to experience
because of their vivacity, rapturous praise and majestic pomp. At the
same time, though, we are well aware of how they came to be; they
were conceived so that they might extol the virtues and glory of a
nascent British Empire, its victories and military might, and the king who
presided over it. The musical language of such praise certainly reached
a new height with Handel.

The oratorio Solomon, first performed in 1749, forms part of Handel’s
praise of royalty and empire, even though we supposedly find ourselves
in Iron Age Jerusalem, not in 18th-century Britain. A king stands in the
foreground, whom God almighty has chosen to rule over Israel, although
not without bloodshed, as Solomon recounts himself at one point in
the oratorio. This king, Solomon, is all but perfect in wisdom which God
has bestowed upon him. Solomon is a benevolent absolute monarch
who supplies all the need of his flock in a land of plenty and unending
bliss. Other kingdoms (Sheba) bow to Solomon, and no enemy will ever
subdue the Israelites, for the arm of the Lord strengthens them. It is not
difficult to see why such stuff appealed to 18th-century Britons—tales
of a chosen people, made nigh invincible by divine powers—against
the backdrop of the British navy conquering the seven seas and the
national exchequer bursting at the seams with colonial revenue. It is
no coincidence that Solomon saw the light of day in the same decade
as Thomas Augustine Arne set to music the words “Rule, Britannia!
Britannia rule the waves! Britons never will be slaves!” And even though
the principle of absolute monarchy by divine right was all but crushed in
the English Civil War in the mid-17th century, the King of England and
later of Great Britain was rather fond of the notion that he ruled “by the
Grace of God”. Even today, in the year 2015, the British monarch is
still said to rule “by the Grace of God” in constitutional documents and
crowned in that right. It wasn’t wholly unnatural for 18th-century Britons,
therefore, to see something of their own reflection in King Solomon’s
divinely ordained kingship.

Events in Solomon unfold rather straightforwardly. In its three acts
we are treated to scintillating snapshots from the life of Solomon, King
of Israel, son of King David, as it is portrayed in the Old Testament,
with a few snippets taken from ancient historian Josephus. In Act I, we
witness the newly built Temple in Jerusalem, commissioned by Solomon
himself. A Levite priest, Zadok the High Priest and a choir of priests
sing Solomon’s praises. An amorous exchange between Solomon
and his Queen, the daughter of Egypt’s Pharaoh, is the subject of Act
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I's second scene. Act Il deals with the Judgment of Solomon, one of
the Old Testament’s most famous tales. Two women bring a newborn
before King Solomon and demand that he decide who is the baby’s true
mother. He decrees that the child should be split in two, upon which its
true mother reveals her identity by begging him to spare the child. Act
Il depicts the Queen of Sheba when she pays King Solomon a visit. In
all likelihood, the kingdom of Sheba was found in present-day Yemen,
although the Ethiopians, just across the Red Sea, claim it as well. The
Queen of Sheba and Solomon recount their riches to one another, with
the Queen soon admitting that nobody can equal Solomon’s wealth

or wisdom. Solomon shows her his might, his gold and his gems, and
finally dazzles her with a little theatrical display where he illustrates the
power of music, his military strength and, in conclusion, the sorrow of
hopeless love. The Queen is taken with the king’s artistic prowess and
engages with him in a very romantic duet where they lavish each other
with tender compliments.

Solomon has an abundance of memorable music: The grand opening
chorus of the priests, the gentle and dreamlike Nightingale Chorus at
the end of Act I, the powerful opening chorus of Act Il, the graceful
Arrival of the Queen of Sheba which opens Act lll, the duets between
King Solomon and the Queen of Sheba which follow—all of these are
well-known and popular pieces, but equally beautiful are the many arias
in between, which are rarely heard on radio or in concert and some
audience members might be hearing for the first time. You will notice
that the choir singing here today is divided in two; that is because
Handel wrote the oratorio for two choirs, sometimes singing in an eight-
voice setting, all to produce more variety and diversity of colour.

It is time to enter the Israel of King Solomon the Wise and hear a work
which in turn also reveals a little something of the way 18th-century
Britons saw themselves. Enjoy the concert!

The Hallgrimskirkja Motet Choir, founded in 1982, has long been one of
the leading choirs in Iceland. Its large and diverse repertoire includes a
number of oratorios, passions and requiems, as well as a cappella sacred
music from various periods. The choir has also premiered many Icelandic
compositions.

The choir has toured widely and performed in some of Europe’s most
prominent cathedrals and at various festivals. The choir sang at the Nordic
Church Music Symposiums in Oslo 1986, Gothenburg 1996 and Reykjavik
2012. In 1996 it won a prize at the International Choral Competition in
Cork, Ireland, and in 2014 it won three gold medals and the Grand Prix of
the International Choir Competition and Festival Can¢d Mediterrania.

The choir has toured widely and performed in some of Europe’s most
prominent cathedrals and at various festivals. The choir sang at the Nordic
Church Music Symposiums in Oslo 1986, Gothenburg 1996 and Reykjavik
2012. In 1996 it won a prize at the International Choral Competition in
Cork, Ireland, and in 2014 it won three gold medals and the Grand Prix of
the International Choir Competition and Festival Cancd Mediterrania.

Among major works recently performed by the Hallgrimskirkja Motet
Choir are J.S. Bach's passions, the Christmas Oratorio and Mass in B
minor, the requiems by Mozart, Durufié and Fauré, the oratorios Eljjah and
Paulus by Mendelssohn, Vlesper by Rachmaninoff, Mass for Double Choir
by Frank Martin, A German Requiem by Johannes Brahms and Messe
Solennelle by Louis Vierne. The choir also regularly performs with the
Iceland Symphony Orchestra and was recently nominated as Performer of
the Year in the category of Classical and Contemporary Music at the 2012
Icelandic Music Awards. 2012 was also the 30th anniversary year for the
Motet Choir, the festive celebrations including performances of Mozart's

C Minor Mass and Requiem, Beethoven's 9th Symphony and J.S. Bach’s
Christmas Oratorio accompanied by The Hague International Baroque
Orchestra.

Having released a number of CDs, the choir has earned international
acclaim for its recordings of Durufié’s Requiem and Icelandic composer
Haflidi Hallgrimsson'’s Passion. The Motet Choir's Christmas CDs are very
popular in Iceland and the choir's Christmas Concerts are an important
part of advent music life in Reykjavik.

Recent premieres of Icelandic music include St. Cecilia, an oratorio by
Askell Masson and writer Thor Vilhjalmsson, which was nominated for
Composition of the Year at the 2010 Icelandic Music Awards, and Haukur
Tomasson's Fletta, premiered during the 2011 Reykjavik Arts Festival,
released on CD and DVD in 2013.

Hordur Askelsson was born in Akureyri in the
North of Iceland in 1953. He studied music
in Akureyri and Reykjavik, before moving to
Dusseldorf, Germany, in 1976 to study at the

Robert Schumann Hochschule. He graduated as
organist and cantor in 1981 summa cum laude.

After a year as organist in the Neanderkirche

in Dusseldorf Askelsson moved to Reykjavik,
where he has been organist and cantor of
Hallgrimskirkja since 1982. In the same year he
founded the Hallgrimskirkja Motet Choir and
instigated the founding of the Friends of the Arts
Society of Hallgrimskirkja; choir and Friends are
twin cornerstones of the artistic activities in the
church. In 1987 he established the Festival of
Sacred Arts, since then a biannual event on the
cultural scene in Iceland. In 1993 he founded
the International Organ Summer concert series.
In 1996 Askelsson founded the chamber choir
Schola cantorum, which has already become one
of Iceland’s most respected choirs.

Hordur Askelsson has received much recognition,
and with his choirs he has participated in various
music festivals and international competitions,
winning prizes in Cork, Ireland 1996, Noyon,
France 1998, Gorizia, Italy 2002 and Festival
Canco Mediterranea, Spain 2014. He has
conducted many oratorios, often with the Iceland
Symphony Orchestra, and premiered a number
of Icelandic compositions. His performances
have been recorded for radio and television and
issued on numerous CDs. A recording of the
oratorio Passia by Haflidi Hallgrimsson conducted
by Askelsson and released by the internationally
renowned record company Ondine has received
outstanding reviews in BBC Music Magazine,
Gramophone, International Record Review and
other media.

Hordur Askelsson has also been a teacher of

the organ and choir conducting at the Iceland
National Church’s Music School and in 1985-95
he was a lecturer on liturgy at the University of
Iceland Faculty of Theology. In the year 2000
Askelsson was musical director of the events
held to celebrate the Millennium of Christianity in
Iceland. In 2002 he received both the Icelandic
Music Award and the Culture Prize of the
newspaper DV for his outstanding activities in the
year 2001. He was appointed Municipal Artist of
Reykjavik in 2002 and received the Knight's Cross
of the Icelandic Order of the Falcon in 2004.
Between 2005-2011 Hordur Askelsson was the
musical director of the National Church of Iceland.

In 2013 he won first prize in the International
Brahms Competition in Portschach, Austria, third prize in the International Schubert Lied-Duo Competition in Dortmund, Germany and third prize in
Concorso Musica Sacra in Rome, Italy.

It is easy to underestimate just how different, wonderful and weird
even the closest of European neighbours would have seemed to an
18th Century Londoner. Although not at the edge of the known world
geographically speaking, Italy would have certainly ticked the ‘exotic’
box in the minds of most 18th century Britons. Today, the ubiquity of
Italian culture, from food to fashion, makes it hard to comprehend the
frenzied enthusiasm with which the music and musicians of Italy were
met in the 1700s. This thoroughly novel and unusual style was, for
half a century or more, to dominate the musical life of a people with a
hunger for these flavours: Baroque London certainly tasted Italian.

And so this was the world Handel stepped into when he moved from
Germany to London and people were eager to consume the goods he
presented. On one hand, Handel offered London sumptuous and lavish
feasts of music; large scale operas, oratorios with impressive forces
and of course the truly spectacular music for the Royal Fireworks and
the Water Music. On the other hand, the intimate chamber music, solos
pieces and works for domestic worship allowed people to savour an
equally impressive music in more private settings. This desire to enjoy
Handel in the home even led to many publications of scaled down
versions of larger works, created to allow the solo harpsichordist or
amateur flautist to explore gems such as Zadok the Priest or highlights
from the Messiah in the privacy of their drawing room. But surely better
still, would be to have Mr. Handel himself as your very own composer
in residence, on hand to provide new musical gems for your own
delectation. And it is this very luxury to which the Duke of Chandos
treated himself.

Handel’s brief period at Cannons, the stately home near Edgeware (now
in London) that belonged to James Brydges, Duke of Chandos saw the
composition of several works intended for performance by the Duke’s
small ensemble of instrumentalists and singers. Most notable are the

so called Chandos Anthems but here, Handel also produced Acis and
Galatea and the first of his English Oratorios, Esther.

Much of the music performed in this concert was written whilst Handel
was either living at 25 Brook Street in London’s Mayfair or at Cannons
in Edgeware but always with one foot firmly set upon ltalian ground.
Handel's formative years in Italy had furnished him with the capability
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to turn his hand to this warm Mediterranean style with ease and
Londoners were quick to approve.

But perhaps of greater appeal than that arguably superficial ltalian
gloss has been Handel's deep understanding of melody and how to
allow musicians to ‘sing’ regardless of whether they are vocalists or
instrumentalists; the two disciplines are almost interchangeable in

his music. Indeed, Handel himself recycled vocal works as sonatas

or concertos and vice versa: his songs were sometimes reworked as
instrumental pieces. This freedom to express simply through melody,
be it sung or played, has been explored in this programme, sometimes
melding vocal and instrumental works together, each colouring and
enhancing the other.

1749 saw the premier of Handel's lavishly scored oratorio, Solomon.
The grandeur of its large orchestra and double choruses were perhaps
inspired by the other large scale and impressive work conceived at
this time; The Music for the Royal Fireworks, written for an outdoor
celebration of the signing of the Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle. This
pyrotechnical event in London’s Green Park was truly eventful, with
notable but somewhat alarming extra fire as a result of a pavilion
going up in flames during the performance. Needless to say, the
music endured far longer than the pavilion and was quickly published
in versions of domestic music making such as that performed in this
programme.

Oftentimes, during the interval of any of Handel's operas, eighteenth
century theatre goers would have been treated to two particular
luxuries; half an orange and a whole recorder concerto. The recent
arrival of several recorder virtuosi from continental Europe saw a rise
in bright, attractive concerti being written and they were perfect for
lifting the audience’s spirits in addition to an exotic dose of vitamin

C. In the intervals of his oratorios however, Handel would modify this
practice and instead opted to perform organ concertos. His Op.4 set
of concertos were written to be performed during the oratorios Esther,
Deborah and Athalia during the 1735 season. HWV 293 is effectively
a transcription of a recorder sonata so we have combined the two
works to make a recorder concerto that nods towards oratorio with the
insertion of an aria from Esther.

Aside from Esther, Handel's other large scale work that he produced
whilst at Cannons was the semi-opera, Acis and Galatea. Written for
small forces, it nonetheless maximises colour-effects and arguably
included some of his finest arias. During the baroque era, the recorder
was often used to highlight or enhance an allegorical effect in arias.
This could range from an association with spirits, holy or otherwise,
due to its ethereal tone and allusion to a bygone era (a good example
being its use in Bach’s funeral cantata, Actus Tragicus BWV 106)

or it could depict the pastoral (being indicative of a shepherd’s pipe
as in Bach’s “Schafe kénnen sicher weiden” from BWV 208) or the
fluting of birdsong. It's in this last role we find the recorder in “Hush,
ye pretty warbling quire”. The music surrounding this aria comes from
a contemporary period of Handel's output and includes a movement
which has very close correlation to the chorus “The flocks shall leave



the mountain”, also from Acis and Galatea.

Thus read The General Advertiser on March 17th 1749. We don’t know
exactly which concerto Handel performed that night but some records
indicate that it was one of his two concertos in G minor. His recorder
sonata in that same key includes a final movement which correlates
with the “Gavotte” in both concertos. Handel's six recorder sonatas are
thought to have been penned essentially as exercises for developing
keyboard technique during a period when Handel was teaching the
princess Anne. With this collection, he explores most tonal centres,
presumably to allow the student-princess to get to grips with the full

gamut of chordal possibilities. Much of the music in the collection was
recycled elsewhere in operas, concertos, arias and other chamber
music.

In his Chandos Anthems, written at Cannons whilst in the private
employment of the Duke of Chandos, Handel employed quite small
forces. As with Acis and Galatea, there are no viola parts and in the first
six of the anthems, he employs only three vocal parts. Whether these
would have been performed with one voice to a part is not clear but
perhaps Handel's use of two movements of a Trio Sonata from Op.5 as
the overture to “O be joyful in the Lord” allows a chamber performance
such as today’s to have been perfectly plausible. Certainly, the intimacy
of solo voices, accompanied by a chamber ensemble seems suitable for
the piece’s intended use; private worship. Using the text of Psalm 100,
this work is also known as the Jubilate in D major.

Schola Cantorum Reykjavik was founded in 1996 by the conductor Hordur Askelsson, cantor
at Hallgrimskirkja. The choir’s repertoire is wide, ranging from renaissance to contemporary
music. The choir gives regular concerts in Iceland and has also given concerts in Norway,
Finland, Germany, Italy, Spain, Japan and France.

Schola Cantorum has participated in recordings of works by the Icelandic composer Jon
Leifs (1899-1968) with the Icelandic Symphony Orchestra, as well as having recorded and
performed with artists such as Bjork, Sigur Ros and Swedish experimental band Wildbirds &
Peacedrums.

Schola Cantorum was appointed Official Music Group of the City of Reykjavik for the year
2006 and nominated for the Nordic Music Prize in 2007. In August 2013 the choir gave an
impressive concert with the works of the Estonian composer Arvo Part. This outstanding
performance resulted in the nomination of Schola Cantorum for the Icelandic Music Awards
2013.

Every summer, Schola Cantorum gives popular lunchtime summer concerts on Wednesdays
in Hallgrimskirkja and has been doing so since 2009.

His extensive list of recordings includes the complete organ works of Olivier

Messiaen, published by Deutsche Grammophon, Poulenc’s organ concert
and Saint-Saen’s 3rd Symphony, which he performed with the Philadelphia
Orchestra and director Christoph Eschenbach (Ondine). Recent CDs
published under the French label Naive are one where Latry plays Erard’s
pedal piano (1853) from the Paris Museum of Music and another dedicated
to his forerunners (Trois siecles d’orgue a Notre-Dame de Paris or Three
Centurys of the Organ in the Notre-Dame of Paris).

Latry has been granted numerous prizes for his playing, amongst them
“Fondation Cino et Simone Del Duca” in 2000, “Fellowship Honoris Causa”
from North and Midlands School of Music in the UK in 2006 and from the
Royal College of Organists in 2007. He was also nominated “Interntional
performer of the year” by the American Guild of Organists in New York in
2009. In June 2010 he was made “Doctor Honoris Causa” at the Montreéal
University and organiste émérite at the Montréal Symphony Orchestra in
2012.

In September of 2003, Lee entered the organ class at the Paris
Conservatoire National Superieur de Musique (CNSMDP) and received
the Diplome de Formation Superieure in 2007 with Michel Bouvard
and Olivier Latry. She then attended the post-graduate class (“cycle

de perfectionnement”) until June 2009. While studying organ at the
Conservatoire de Paris, she also attended classes in analysis, keyboard
harmony, harmony and fugue, and basso continuo with Thierry Maeder
and Pierre Caez; harpsichord with Frangoise Marmin, and improvisation
with Thierry Escaich, Jean-Francois Zygel, and Philippe Lefebvre.

Lee won first prize at the Organ Competition of St. Francois de Sales
of Lyon (2007) and she was laureate of the 2nd International Jordan
International Organ Competition in Columbus, Georgia (2009). Lee has
presented solo recitals throughout France (including international organ
festivals of the Cathedral in Laon, St. Eustache in Paris, Cathedral of
Sens, Notre-Dame de Paris, La Madeleine, Versailles, Poitiers, and
Bordeaux) as well as in Europe and in the U.S. She was professor of
organ at the academy of Talence (France) in 2008 and 2009.

The Choir is, of course, most famous for the broadcast of the Festival of
Nine Lessons and Carols on radio each Christmas, and its companion
program, Carols from King’s, on BBC television.

The King’s Men, however, functions separately from the main choir, and
is run entirely by the members of the group itself. It performs regularly
around Britain, and has performed as far afield as North America,
Australia and Hong Kong.

Plans for the coming year include making a CD of modern pop and jazz
songs, which will be issued on the King's College label. In addition the
group will perform a number of concerts in the USA, followed by a tour
of Britain in July.

Stephen Cleobury has for over quarter of a century been associated
with one of the most famous choirs in the world, that of King’s College
Cambridge. His work at King’s has brought him into fruitful relationships
with many leading orchestras and soloists, among them the Academy
of Ancient Music and the London Philharmonic Orchestra. He
complements and refreshes his work in Cambridge through the many
other musical activities in which he engages.

At King’s, he has sought to maintain and enhance the reputation of
the world-famous Choir, considerably broadening the daily service
repertoire, commissioning new music from leading composers,
principally for A Festival of Nine Lessons and Carols, and developing
its activities in broadcasting, recording and touring. He has conceived
and introduced the highly successful annual festival, Easter at King's,
from which the BBC regularly broadcasts, and, in its wake, a series
of high-profile performances throughout the year, Concerts at King's.
One of the most exciting innovations in this context was the first ever
live simultaneous transmission of a concert (Handel Messiah) direct to
cinemas across Europe and North America.

Between 1995 and 2007 he was Chief Conductor of the BBC Singers
and since then has been Conductor Laureate. During his time with the
Singers, he was much praised for creating an integrated choral sound
from this group of first-class singers, all of whom are professional
soloists in their own right. With the Singers he relished the opportunity
to showcase challenging contemporary music and gave a number of
important premieres, including Giles Swayne Havoc, Ed Cowie Gaia,
and Francis Griers Passin, all these with the distinguished ensemble,
Endymion. His many recordings with BBC Singers include albums of
Tippett, Richard Strauss and Bach.

From 1983 to 2009 he was Conductor of the Cambridge University
Musical Society, one of the UK's oldest music societies, a role in which
he has not only conducted many orchestral works, but most of the
major works for chorus and orchestra. Highlights have included Mahler
Symphony No. 8 in the Royal Albert Hall and Britten War Requiem

in Coventry Cathedral on the 50th anniversary of its bombing. His
recordings with CUMS include Verdi Quattro Pezzi Sacri and Goehr
The death of Moses. As part of the 800th anniversary celebrations of
Cambridge University he gave the premiere of The Sorcerer’'s Mirror by
Peter Maxwell Davies.

Also performing will be other welcome guests from England, the Orlando Singers and
numerous Icelandic choirs and organists, among them Hallgrimskirkja’s own choir.
Managers of the programme are Hordur Askelsson and Arngerdur Maria Arnadottir.

Vilborg has been a productive translator and has worked tirelessly at
issues concerning children, women's rights and has been a board
member in the Icelandic Writer's Association.

Her first poetry collection was published in 1960 at which time she was
one of very few women writing modernist poetry. Vilborg’s poetry has
been published in books and magazines in a number of languages.

Helgadottir's children’s book brought her the Icelandic Children’s
Literature Prize in 1996. She also received an award for illustrations in a
verse collection in 2007.

In later years Gudrun has published her own poetry and poetry
translations in books and magazines. She lives in Reykjavik.

Last October, the Philharmonic Choir sang Brahms’ magnificent
Requiem in two concerts at Langholtskirkja Parish Church, resulting in
a nomination for The Icelandic Music Awards as “Musical Event of the
Year”. Soloists were bass Kristinn Sigmundsson and soprano Hallveig
Runarsdottir, that also got nominated for her beautiful singing in the
Requiem. The choir is proud and honored to have been nominated and
determined to keep up the good work.

This year the Icelandic composers John A. Speight and Jon Hlodver
Askelsson both turned seventy. Both have been productive choir
music composers. Earlier this year, The National Church Music Fund
granted them honorary awards. In this final concert of the Festival of
Sacred Arts, Schola Cantorum honours these composers under the
title “Deo dicamus gratias”, “The Lord be Thanked” and at the same
time offers gratitude to the Creator of Life for the music the composers
have made.

The main piece of the concert is a new mass by John A. Speight,
Missa Semplice, which can be translated as “simple mass”. By
choosing this title, the composer wants to express the simplicity

and accessability of the musical style. The words are those of the
traditional Latin mass. The piece is written for a soprano solist, choir
and harp. Schola Cantorum divides the solo between the sopranos in
the choir.

Jon Hlodver wrote his Deo dicamus gratias, the final piece of the
concert, in joy and gratitude over his award. The first piece of the
concert is yet another premiere: Nunc Dimittis by the composer
Sigurdur Saevarsson, who also is a member of the choir.

Additionally, the choir sings four outstanding works in Latin, two
contemporary ones and two from the Renaissance era. Miserere by
Georgio Allegri is certainly among the most popular choir pieces. The
mystique surrounding it, the Sistine Chapel’s private ownership of the
work and Mozart's feat writing it down after only hearing it once, all
this is well known to the world’s lovers of choir music.

Inga Ros has been very active as chamber
music player with the Reykjavik Chamber Orchestra and the Reykjavik
String Quartet. As chamber musician Inga Ros has performed in many
countries i.e. Japan, China, England, Scotland, Norway, Lithuania,
Germany, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Finland, Belgium and ltaly and
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has toured the United States twice with ISO. Inga Ros has also been
an active performer of modern music and has premiered a number of
works by Icelandic composers.

Inga Ros Ingolfsddttir has directed the Festival of Sacred Arts since
in the year 2000 and is now at the helm of her seventh Festival. Over
the last 12 years she has also been very active as director of the
Hallgrimskirkja Friends of the Arts Society and has brought many
innovations to the Society’s thriving work.
