The Klais-organ of Hallgrimskirkja is the largest instrument
in Iceland. With its consecration in 1992, ideal conditions to
pursue and enjoy organ music in Iceland arose: A complete
concert organ in a building with perfect acoustics for one.

Today, this organ is the centre of Icelandic organ culture, an
international platform for concert organists and a great
magnet for organ students. The organ’s brand new
computer technology, installed during renovations
in 2012, has further enlarged the group of admirers.
Numerous electronic composers have written and
performed striking organ pieces with the aid of their
computers and attracted new audience. With the
International Organ Summer concert series and the
biannual Festival of Sacred Arts at Hallgrimskirkja,
where many of the world’s best organists have
performed, both the church and organ are firmly on
the map in the organ world.

It is a great joy to launch yet another splendid
International Organ Summer programme in
Hallgrimskirkja. For the 26th time the summer in the
church will be filled with beautiful organ sounds.

Every week there are three organ concerts and one choral
concert. Between concerts organists are almost constantly
practising on the huge Klais-organ, enthralling the tourists daily
flocking to the church. Many a traveller takes his time watching
the organists prepare for concert. In Hallgrimskirkja the
chance to experience the organist up close is unique, in most
churches the organist is hidden up on the organ loft behind
bannisters or rows of pipes.

This summer our guest organists are from far and wide, from
France, Germany, Spain, Austria, Czech Republic, Sweden
and Iceland. All are granted the freedom to choose their own
programme so what they offer is specifically chosen for the
Klais-organ and the big audience of Hallgrimskirkja.

He won the Iceland Symphony Orchestra Young
Musician Award and played as a soloist with the orchestra. Since then
he has played with the trumpet section of the ISO on many occasions.
Baldvin and his teacher, the trumpet virtuoso Steven Burns, performed
memorably at The Festival of Sacred Arts in Hallgrimskirkja in 2013.

Steinar Logi Helgason (1990) studied the piano from a young age but
his organ studies began at the National Church School of Music in
2010. He graduated from the school with a church musician diploma
and later he earned his BA from the church music department of the
Iceland Academy of the Arts under the guidance of Bjérn Steinar
Solbergsson. Steinar Logi has studied church music at the Royal
Conservatory in Copenhagen with Hans Davidsson as his main teacher
at the organ.

Steinar Logi has directed many choirs and worked as an organist,

pianist and conductor on many occasions. He is now the organist at
Hateigskirkja, a church in the neighborhood of Hallgrimskirkja.

Medal kennara hans par voru Haukur Gudlaugsson og
Frida Larusdéttir. Framhaldsnam stundadi hann & ftaliu hja James E. Goettsche
og i Frakklandi vid Conservatoire National de Region de Rueil Malmaison hja
Susan Landale par sem hann Utskrifadist med einleikaraproéf { orgelleik (Prix de
virtuosité) arid 1986.

6ll orgelverk Péls isdlfssonar hja
Skalholtsutgafunni og orgelkonsert Jons Leifs hja Utgafufyrirtaekinu BIS, en su
hljodritun hlaut einrébma lof gagnrynenda.

Bjorn Steinar hlaut Menningarverdlaun DV 1999, islensku bjartsynisverdlaunin
2001 og var valinn beagjarlistamadur Akureyrar 2002. Pa hefur hann hloti®
listamannalaun 1999 og 2015.

Bjorn Steinar Sdlbergsson, organist of Hallgrimskirkja in Reykjavik was born in
Akranes, western Iceland in 1961. In 1981 he completed his organ studies at
the National Church School of Music before studying for a year in Rome with
James E. Goéttsche. Bjorn Steinar then moved to France where he studied with
Susan Landale at the Conservatoire National de Musique de Rueil Malmaison
and received the Prix de Virtuosité in 1986. That same year he was appointed
organist at Akureyri Church in the north of Iceland and following that he became
very active in the musical life of Akureyri.

In the autumn of 2006 Bjérn Steinar Sélbergsson was appointed organist at
Hallgrimskirkja in Reykjavik. He is also the headmaster of the National Church
School of Music in Reykjavik.

Bjorn Steinar Solbergsson received the DV Cultural Prize for the year 1999, the
Icelandic Prize for Optimism in 2001 and he was The Akureyri Artist of the Year
2002. He also received the State artist salary in 1999 and 2015.

Bjorn Steinar plays organ music from all periods as well as Icelandic organ music
and arrangements of Scandinavian folk songs and dances. His recordings of
organ and choir music have been released on several CD’s and broadcasted on
Icelandic State Radio and TV.

Bjorn Steinar has given concerts in the Nordic countries and all over the rest of
Europe, in USA and Canada. He has given solo performances with the Icelandic
Symphony Orchestra, the Akureyri Chamber Orchestra and with the Cleveland
Institute of Music Orchestra.

In 2012 Elisabet began her studies as a church
musician at the National Church School of Music under the
guidance of Bjorn Steinar Soélbergsson with graduation in the
spring of 2017 and soloist diploma in 2018. Since 2006 Elisabet
has taught the piano at the Hafnarfjiérour Music School as well
as providing accompaniment. She has been the organist of
Kaélfatjarnarkirkja church on the Reykjanes peninsula since 2012
and since 2017 also a part-time organist at Laugarneskirkja
church in Reykjavik.

Irena Chribkova is the head organist of St. James’ Basilica in the Old
Town of Prague. There she has founded several cycles of sacred
music, including the St. James” International Organ Festival which
ranks among the leading European festivals. Her Sunday half-an-hour
organ music in the Basilica are extremely popular.

Irena Chribkova studied the organ at the Kroméfiz Conservatoire
under K. Pokora, at the Academy of Arts in Prague under Prof M.
Slechta (1980-1986) and in Paris under Susan Landale (1985).
Successes at numerous organ competitions promoted her concert
career and she has toured extensively as a concert artist widely
around the world. She has also co-operated with leading musicians,
choirs and orchestras.

Ms Chribkova'’s repertoire includes organ literature ranging from
baroque up to contemporary music with emphasis on French organ
music, the organ music of J. S. Bach and Czech organ music with
emphasis on her predecessors at the organ in the St. James’ Basilika.

Kitty Kovéacs, born in 1980 in Gyér in Hungary, graduated from
the Music department of the Scéchenyi Istan University in her
home town with a diploma in piano and chamber music. After
working as an accompanist in Gy&r she went on to study
accompaniment at the Budapest Ferenc Liszt Academy. During
her years as a student she won prizes, e.g. first prize in 1997

in Salt Lake City and in 2000 she won third prize in the Chopin
competition in Hungary.

Hans-Ola Ericsson studied composition and organ mainly in Stockholm and
Freiburg but later also in the US and in Venice. In 1989 Hans-Ola Ericsson

was appointed chaired professor in the church music and organ department

at the School of Music in Pieta at Lulea University, Sweden. He has held guest
professorships in Riga, Copenhagen, Helsinki and Amsterdam, as well as
lecturing and performing at a large number of leading organ festivals, persistently
campaigning for the quality of new music. 1996 Hans-Ola Ericsson was appointed
Permanent Guest Professor at the Hochschule fur Kiinste in Bremen, Germany,
and in 2011 Professor of Organ at McGill University, Montréal, Canada.

Hans-Ola Ericsson has given concerts throughout Europe as well as in Russia,
Japan, Korea, the US, and Canada. His numerous recordings bear witness to
his virtuosity at the organ. He has worked extensively with composers such as
Gyorgy Ligeti, and Olivier Messiaen on the interpretation of their organ works. He
frequently serves as jury member in international organ competitions.

During the last decade, a number of compositions by Ericsson have been
premiered, among them the organ mass The Four Beasts’ Amen for organ and
electronics, HAga visan — en kyrkoopera (Song of Songs — a Church Opera), and
Stabat Mater for women'’s choir, four clarinets and two percussionists. Besides
this, Ericsson is deeply involved in different projects of organ restoration and
innovative organ building. He has been Principal Guest Organist of the Lahti Organ
Festival in Finland (2002-2005) and artistic consultant for the Bode International
Organ Festival in Norway (2005-2011).

In 1997 he
became organ professor in Graz in Austria and since 2000 he has been professor
of organ at the Mozarteum University in Salzburg. In 2016 and 2017 he also
deputised as organ professor at the University of Music in Freiburg.

Lucke has given concert performances and made recordings on notable organs
in most European countries, the USA, Canada, Japan, Hong Kong and Australia,
and has performed at major venues such as the Vienna Festival, Royal Festival
Hall in London, Festival d’Aix-en-Provence, St. Patrick’s Cathedral in New York,
Tanglewood Music Festival in Massachusetts. His numerous recordings (under
labels including Thorofon, Mitra, Carus and Coviello) have received international
distinctions.

Schola Cantorum Reykjavicensis was founded in 1996 by the conductor Hordur
Askelsson, the cantor at Hallgrimskirkja (Hallgrim’s Church) in Reykjavik. Schola
Cantorum has from the very start played an important role in the Icelandic
music scene with a repertoire that consists mainly of renaissance, baroque and
contemporary music including numerous premier performances of works by

Icelandic composers.

Schola Cantorum has given concerts in Norway, Sweden, Finland, Italy, Spain,
Germany, Switzerland, France, Japan and USA. In 2017 Schola Cantorum was
invited by Los Angeles Philharmonic to sing 4 concerts in Walt Disney Concert Hall
during Reykjavik Festival in LA.

The choir can be heard in many recordings including complete choral/orchestral
works of Icelandic composer Jon Leifs issued by Swedish label BIS. The choir
has also worked with artists such as Bjork, Sigur Rés, Johann Jéhannson, and
Swedish experimental band Wildbirds & Peacedrums. Schola Cantorum appears
widely on the musical spectrum. For instance the choir sings in the soundtrack of
the action-adventure video game God of War released by Sony in April 2018.

In 2007 the choir was nominated to the Nordic cultural price and in 2009 it was
appointed the Music Group of Reykjavik. In March 2017 Schola Cantorum was
appointed by Iceland Music Awards as the Performer of the Year 2016.

Johannes’ Klais world-renowned Orgelbau in Bonn, Germany. The
organ has four keyboards and pedals, 72 voices and 5275 pipes. It

is 15 metres high, weighs about 25 tons and the largest pipes are
about 10 metres tall. Purchase of the organ was largely funded by
gifts. People were offered to buy a pipe and gift certificates can still be
bought at the church shop, stating the ownership of a certain pipe.

The Klaisorgan is both used in church ceremonies and has an
international reputation as a magnificent concert instrument. It is
acclaimed among organists all over the world for it's quality, variety
of voices and for how well it suits the acoustics of the church.

The movable controls of the organ, installed in 1996, have greatly
increased the possibilities of using the organ in concerts and

ceremonies.

In 2012 representatives from the Klais Orgelbau in Bonn arrived in
Iceland to clean the organ and renew various pieces of hardware,
worn due to much strain. During this process all 5.273 organ pipes
had to be removed. This presented an excellent opportunity for
modifications on the organ’s computer equipment, called for by new
technology and increased demands.

At the completion of this extensive project it can be said that the
Klaisorgan in Hallgrimskirkja is as new, every pipe has been polished
and retuned and the organ’s electronic operating system has been
updated, with many fascinating new possibilities like playing it with a
computer using midi-equipment.
