The Hallgrimskirkja International Organ Summer opens this
year for the 27th time in the wake of a magnificent
Festival of Sacred Arts and after the sunniest early
summer in the history of these concerts. From

22 June to 28 August, the Hallgrimskirkja Friends
of the Arts invite music lovers to a feast of varied
organ music, with 29 concerts featuring leading
performers from several countries exploiting the full
range of the cathedral’s Klais organ. As in previous
summers, the concerts are at noon on Thursdays
and Saturdays and on Sundays at 5pm.

The programme offers a wide variety of music and
performers, with church organists from Sweden,
Germany, Austria, France, Canada and Iceland.
As in many previous years, the same organist will
play on both Saturdays and Sundays as well as
at the Sunday service. The Thursday concerts
feature mainly Icelandic organists, sometimes
accompanied by voices or other instrumentalists.
In addition to the organ concerts, there are

choir concerts at noon on Wednesdays with the
chamber choir Schola Cantorum.

On this occasion the organist of Stockholm
Cathedral, Matthias Wager, has been invited to select foreign
organists to take part in the festival. Mathias’s connections
to Iceland go back many years, and he has performed
regularly through the Friends of the Arts, both as a soloist
and accompanying the Hallgrimskirkja choirs, attracting
particular attention for his sensitive extemporisation. This year
he performs four concerts, as well as playing a major part in
the Cascade of Hymns (Salmafoss) and at two services of
worship.

Hallgrimskirkja stands bathed in the summer sun for the
opening of International Organ Summer. We look forward to
welcoming guests, both performers from many quarters and
audiences in keen anticipation of the joyful flood of sound
awaiting them. It gives me great pleasure to declare the
International Organ Summer in Hallgrimskirkja open for the
27th time. On behalf of the Hallgrimskirkja Friends of the Arts
Society | wish concert-goers a cordial welcome. May as many
as possible enjoy the music in the light and beauty of this place
of sanctity!

Bjorn Steinar Sélbergsson, organist of Hallgrimskirkja in Reykjavik was born
in Akranes, western Iceland in 1961. In 1981 he completed his studies at
the National Church School of Music, majoring the organ, before studying
for a year in Rome with James E. Goettsche. Bjorn Steinar then moved to
France where he studied with Susan Landale at the Conservatoire National
de Musique de Rueil Malmaison and received the Prix de Virtuosité in the
summer of 1986.

The same year he was appointeded organist in Akureyri Church, north Iceland,
where he became very active in the musiclife of Akureyri.

In the atumn of 2006 he was appointed organist in Hallgrimskirkja in Reykjavik.
He is also headmaster of the National Church School of Music in Reykjavik.

Bjorn Steinar plays organ-music from all periods as well as Icelandic organ-
music and arrangements of Scandinavican folk-songs and dances.

His recordings of organ and choir music have been released on several CD’s
and broadcasted on Icelandic State Radio and TV.

He received the DV Cultural-prize for the year 1999, Icelandic Optimism
Prize in 2001 and he is the Akureyri Artist of the year 2002. He received artist
honorary salary in 1999 and 2015.

Bjorn Steinar has given concerts all over Europe, in USA, Canada and

all Scandinavian countries and performed as a soloist with the Icelandic
Symphony Orchestra, the Akureyri Chamber Orchestra, Stavanger Symphony
orchestra and the Cleveland Institute of Music Orchestra.

(Grand Prix d'improvisation “Pierre Cochereau”).

Beside his work as Cathedral organist in Stockholm, Mattias Wager gives
concert performances and masterclasses at festivals and other prestigious
venues throughout Europe and has also given several concerts in Brazil. He
has been teaching organ and improvisation at the four major Music Colleges
in Sweden. Mattias Wager takes a particular interest in cooperating with other
artists, for example percussionist Anders Astrand and singer/choirmaster Gary
Graden, together with whom he has formed a trio focusing on improvisation.
He has also composed music for several successful theatre plays.

Since 1995, Mattias Wager has been a regular guest in the Icelandic organ
world, performing, recording and teaching. Mattias Wager is proud to

be Visiting Artistic Director of the Organ Summer 2019 in Hallgrimskirkja,
together with resident Master of Music Hérdur Askelsson.

Since 2017, Mattias Wager has been a member of the Royal Swedish Academy
of Music.

Native of Stockholm, he is a graduate
from the Royal College of Music in Stockholm (Kungliga Musikhogskolan)
where he studied organ interpretation with Mathias Kjellgren and improvisation
with Nils Larsson. Johannes continued his studies at the Paris Conservatory
(Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique de Paris) in the organ class of
Olivier Latry and Michel Bouvard. He also studied organ interpretation with Louis
Robilliard and organ improvisation with Laszlo Fassang and Thierry Escaich. In
the summer of 2017, he became the only student ever to receive the highest
grade in organ interpretation (mention trés bien a I'unanimité avec félicitations
du jury), both years of the master's program at the Paris Conservatory.

Following his
graduation, he studied the organ and harpsichord for one year in
Toulouse under Michel Bouvard and Jan Willem Jansen (Organ) and
Yasuko Bouvard (Harpsichord). He is currently studying for his Masters
in Claviorganum at the University of Music and Theatre in Hamburg,
where he is focusing on early music repertoire with Wolfgang Zerer in
organ and Menno van Delft in harpsichord.

After early successes at international organ competitions in
Wiesbaden 2012, Kitzbihel 2012 and Liechtenstein 2013, Johannes
won both the prestigious First Prize at the International Organ
Competition in St.Albans in 2015 and the renowned “Grand Prix de
Chartres” in 2018.

As recitalist he has been invited to major festivals and venues like the
Chapel of King's College, Cambridge, the Bavokerk in Haarlem, the
Cathedral of Poitiers, the Philharmonic Hall in Essen and Notre Dame
Cathedral in Paris.

and being “fearless and extraordinary” (Amarillo-Globe News), Isabelle Demers has
enraptured critics, presenters, and audience members around the globe. Her 2010

recital for the International Society of Organbuilders-American Institute of Organbuilders
convention “left the entire congress in an atmosphere of ‘Demers fever'.” That same
year, her performance at the Washington D.C. national convention of the American Guild
of Organists caused the standing-room-only audience to call her back to the stage five
times.

She has appeared in recital in Europe, Oman, Australia, New Zealand, and coast

to coast in the United States and her home country of Canada. 2018-2019 season
highlights include performances at the Maison Symphonique (Montreal, Québec), the
Elbphilharmonie (Hamburg, Germany), City Hall (Stockholm, Sweden), the Forbidden
City Concert Hall (Beijing, China), and Westminster Abbey (London, UK).

Dr. Demers is in continual demand by her fellow colleagues as witnessed by
performances for numerous regional and national conventions of the American Guild of
Organists, the Institute of Organ Builders and International Society of Organbuilders, the
Royal Canadian College of Organists, and the Organ Historical Society.

Her first recording on the Acis label, The Old and the New, was met with critical

acclaim. Fanfare Magazine called it “superbly produced”, a “clear, tightly focused
recording”, and a “brilliantly played program.” Her second disc, featuring the

organ works of Rachel Laurin, was released in June 2011, and her recording of Max
Reger's Seven Chorale-Fantasias in November 2012. Bach, Bull, and Bombardes (Pro
Organo), was released in May 2013. In 2018, she appeared as solo organ accompanist in
a recording of Maurice Duruflé’s Requiem with the Baylor University Choir, recorded at
Duruflé’s church in Paris, also on the Acis label.

A native of Québec and a doctoral graduate of the Juilliard School, Dr. Demers is Organ
Professor and Head of the Organ Program at Baylor University in Texas.

His CDs have
achieved highest acclaim. In numerous competitions for organ playing he
has been asked to be a member of the jury. In 1991 he founded the “Johann
Christian Bach-Academy”, an orchestra for performances with period
instruments. As an editor he supervised a series of publications with romantic
organ music by American and British composers, and he has published some
of his own Liszt transcriptions for organ with Schott and written articles on
musical issues in various magazines. Geffert is honorary Vice-President of the
British Organists Association IAO and board member of the Beethovenhaus
Bonn.

He completed his
master’s degree with distinction in the spring of 2002 from Westminster Choir
College in Princeton where his principal organ teacher was Mark A. Anderson
and his choral conducting teachers Andrew Megill and Joseph Flummerfelt.
Gudmundur has appeared in concerts in Iceland and abroad, both as an
organ soloist and as an accompanist with soloists and choirs. He has taught
organ for many years, was president of the Society of Icelandic organists
2004-2009 and is now chairman of the church music council of the Icelandic
national church.  Gudmundur was the principal adviser when the church’s
organ was renewed. The outcome of that project was the installation of two
stylistically authentic instruments, an organ in German late romantic style

by Christian Scheffler in 2008 and an organ in central German baroque style
by Kristian Wegscheider in 2009. The singer Magnea Tomasdéttir together
with Gudmundur and Smari Olason published a CD in 2003 ... allt svo verdi
til dyrdar pér” where Magnea and Gudmundur perform Smari's settings

of treasures from the Icelandic folk music tradition. Gudmundur founded
the St. Barbara chamber choir in 2007 which has published the CD ,Syngid
Drottni nyjan séng"”. The choir performs regularly at Hafnarfjordur church
and has held many concerts in Iceland and overseas. In 2009, Gudmundur
inaugurated a series of midday organ concerts in Hafnarfjardarkirkja. Last
February, his first organ solo CD was published, "Haf", celebrating the

10 years anniversary of the organs in Hafnarfjardarkirkja. Last January,
Gudmundur was awarded the Icelandic state artists salary for six months for
concert performances introducing the new CD.

LUNCHTIME CONCERTS WEDNESDAYS AT 12 NOON, June 20- August 29
Schola Cantorum Reykjavicensis was founded in 1996 by the conductor Hordur
Askelsson, the cantor at Hallgrimskirkja (Hallgrim’s Church) in Reykjavik. Schola
Cantorum has from the very start played an important role in the Icelandic

music scene with a repertoire that consists mainly of renaissance, baroque and
contemporary music including numerous premier performances of works by
Icelandic composers. Among the choir’s latest performances in 2019 are premiére
of Haflidi Hallgrimsson’s oratorium Mysterum and Alfred Schnittke’s famous
Requiem.

Schola Cantorum has given concerts in Norway, Sweden, Finland, Italy, Spain,
Germany, Switzerland, France, Japan and USA. In 2017 Schola Cantorum was
invited by Los Angeles Philharmonic to sing 4 concerts in Walt Disney Concert Hall
during Reykjavik Festival in LA.

The choir can be heard in many recordings including complete choral/orchestral
works of Icelandic composer Jon Leifs issued by the Swedish label BIS. The choir
has also worked with artists such as Bjork, Sigur Rés, Johann Jéhannsson, and
Swedish experimental band Wildbirds & Peacedrums. Schola Cantorum appears
widely on the musical spectrum. For instance the choir sings in the soundtrack of
the action-adventure video game God of War released by Sony in April 2018.

In 2007 the choir was nominated to the Nordic cultural price and in 2009 it was
appointed the Music Group of Reykjavik. In March 2017 Schola Cantorum was
appointed by Iceland Music Awards as the Performer of the Year 2016.

The Klais Concert Organ

The concert organ situated by Hallgrimskirkja’s west gable is built in
Johannes’ Klais world-renowned Orgelbau in Bonn, Germany. The
organ has four keyboards and pedals, 72 voices and 5275 pipes. It

is 15 metres high, weighs about 25 tons and the largest pipes are
about 10 metres tall. Purchase of the organ was largely funded by
gifts. People were offered to buy a pipe and gift certificates can still be
bought at the church shop, stating the ownership of a certain pipe.

The Klaisorgan is both used in church ceremonies and has an
international reputation as a magnificent concert instrument. It is
acclaimed among organists all over the world for it's quality, variety
of voices and for how well it suits the acoustics of the church.

The movable controls of the organ, installed in 1996, have greatly
increased the possibilities of using the organ in concerts and
ceremonies.

In 2012 representatives from the Klais Orgelbau in Bonn arrived in
Iceland to clean the organ and renew various pieces of hardware,
worn due to much strain. During this process all 5.273 organ pipes
had to be removed. This presented an excellent opportunity for
modifications on the organ’s computer equipment, called for by new
technology and increased demands.

At the completion of this extensive project it can be said that the
Klaisorgan in Hallgrimskirkja is as new, every pipe has been polished
and retuned and the organ’s electronic operating system has been
updated, with many fascinating new possibilities like playing it with a
computer using midi-equipment.
